BUS/EQUIPMENT TRUCK PARKING PASSES  
At the Powder Springs Regional Championship, bus/truck parking passes complimentary. Once you 
complete your online parking pass order, you will receive an email containing your passes. You may only print 
the number of parking passes you requested in the form. The number of vehicles admitted into the lots will 
be verified by the BOA Parking Staff. If you need request additional passes, please fill out the form again. 
You will also receive a complimentary staff parking pass for ONE personal vehicle (sedan, SUV, minivan) to 
park in, or near, the bus/truck parking lot. 
 
SPECTATOR PARKING  
There is a $5 charge for spectator parking at the Powder Springs Regional with NO in/out privileges. Limited 
spectator parking at the stadium is located north of the stadium. Additional off-site parking is located at 
Seven Springs Church 1.5 miles northwest of McEachern High School (address: 4665 Macland Rd.). For 
spectators who park off-site at Seven Springs Church, complimentary shuttles will be running every 15 
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minutes to and from the stadium. It is recommended spectators arrive at least one hour before their 
band performs to give themselves sufficient time to park, ride the shuttle, and enter the stadium.  
 
Bands of America events are based on mutual respect and support. Your choice to actively watch, and 
enthusiastically respond to, the performances of as many bands as possible helps to create a positively life-
changing experience for everyone! 
 
COOPERATIVE TICKETS 
All credentials and tickets (name badges, field passes, bus driver wristbands) are the director’s responsiblity to 
distribute. Your cooperative tickets (20 day passes) will be mailed to your director at least two weeks prior to 
the event. These tickets allow general admission to both prelims and finals. As there are no reserved seats at 
this venue, your cooperative tickets cannot be upgraded. Please communicate with your Director as to who 
from your band will receive credentials and tickets. The only way an “adult/chaperone” can be at field level 
with performing students is with a name badge or field pass. Otherwise, all other “adults/chaperones” must 
purchase a ticket. Ticketed patrons are not allowed at field level.  
 
ADULT CREDENTIALS 
Upon checking in on-site, all bands will receive six director name badges valid for both prelims and finals, as 
well as 25 field passes (plus any additionally purchased field passes), valid for prelims only, as part of their 
Participation Cooperative Fee. Bands performing in finals will receive a new set of 25 finals field passes (plus 
any additionally purchased field passes) at the Finalist Directors’ Meeting. 
  
Additional Field Passes: All additional credentials must be purchased by Tuesday, October 22nd with a 
credit card. The combination of additional name badges and field passes may not exceed 10. Of those 10, a 
maximum of 4 may be name badges. (BOA Adjudication Handbook Sections 6, 9, 14, 17).

Field-level photography: Holders of Field Passes may not take photographs from the field level. Pass 
holders may go into the spectator seating area during the performance where taking of personal photos is 
allowed. Video and audio recording is not permitted from the field or the stands, without News Media Video 
credentials, requested in advanced and pre-approved for eligible media by Music for All. 
 
COPYRIGHT INFORMATION 
Copyright Report and approvals were due on September 1 and must be received by Music for All prior to 
your band’s performance. If your band has not submitted their Copyright Report and/or permissions 
to arrange, they will not be allowed to take the field until ALL of their copyright paperwork has been 
received. 
 
EVENT DAY COMMUNICATIONS - BAND App 
NEW this year: Music for All will be using the BAND app (instead of Remind) as our event day 
communications tool. We highly suggest that you download the app, a direct link for the private BAND 
group for the BOA Championship that you are participating in will be emailed to you prior to the event. Feel 
free to share the link with any relevant staff that you would like to have access to information such as 
schedule changes, weather updates, etc.  
NOTE - whoever you share the link with to join the BAND group will receive updates at the same time as 
you do, as well as have the ability to communicate directly with MFA event staff through the app. 
 
LIVE STREAM ON FLOMARCHING 
All Bands of America Championships will be live streamed on FloMarching. FloMarching is dedicated to the 
world of competitive marching bands and the marching arts. If you have band parents, alumni, 
administrators, and supporters who cannot come to the event, the live stream offers subscribers a way to 
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watch all performances at every Bands of America Championship. Visit FloMarching.com to see the 
monthly and annual subscription options. Please share this opportunity and link with your band family. An 
annual FloMarching subscription provides access to year-round coverage of Marching Arts including Bands 
of America, Drum Corps International, and Winter Guard International events, all for a single subscription. 
 
MAKE JOLESCH ENTERPRISES PART OF YOUR BOA EXPERIENCE  
As you plan your performance day at the 2019 Bands of America Championships, we ask and encourage you 
to include a stop at the group and section photo areas established for Jolesch Enterprises, our Official 
Photographer. Full band group and section photos are included in the performance flow immediately 
following your preliminary performance. Commemorative group photos are not only an important part of the 
experience for your students now but are often sought-after years later. A photo not taken cannot be 
replicated. Jolesch Enterprises will provide three complimentary group photos for each band that takes the 
group photo. Group photo sales also support Bands of America and Music for All programs.

ADVOCACY IN ACTION 
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Advocacy in Action is a signature program of Music for All designed to collect, recognize, and share effective 
practices and initiatives that support music education in our schools.
