CREDENTIALS 
All additional credentials above the standard six (6) name badges and 25 field passes must be purchased by 
Monday, September 26, 2022, with a credit card. The combination of additional name badges and field 
passes may not exceed 10. Of those 10, a maximum of four (4) may be name badges.

BUS/EQUIPMENT TRUCK PARKING PASSES  
At the Arizona Regional Championship, Bus/Truck parking passes are complimentary but must be requested 
in advance. Once you complete your online parking pass order, you will receive a confirmation email which 
contains a link to a Dropbox folder containing the parking pass template. Include your school name, as well 
as contact information for the driver of each vehicle, on each pass, and you may only print the number of

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parking passes you requested. The number of vehicles admitted into the lots will be verified by BOA Staff. If 
you need to request additional passes, please fill out the form again by Monday, October 6, 2022. 
 
SPECTATOR PARKING 
Spectators must use the ParkMobile Pay by phone options in lots P62 and P64 for $4/hour and after 4:30 PM 
at lot P13 (Cline Library) for $5/evening. Download the ParkMobile app, register online or call 877- 727-5950 
and set up an account before using this option. Each lot has its own ParkMobile code as follows: lot P62 is 
zone 4692, P64 is zone 4691, and lot P13 is zone 4693. Parking is lot specific based on zone selected. 
 
A shuttle is required to get from the parking area to the stadium. Please advise your parents and boosters to 
arrive early and allow extra time to get to the stadium, especially during peak times. Please refer to the spectator 
parking and shuttle map for more information.  
 
NOTE – Bands of America has partnered with NAU campus shuttle service to offer spectator shuttles to and 
from the parking area to the stadium. Shuttles will operate every 15 minutes beginning one hour prior to the 
first performance and continuing throughout the event until one hour after finals awards.
