BUS/EQUIPMENT TRUCK PARKING PASSES  
Please note – due to limited parking lot availability near the stadium, please be prepared to relocate 
your buses to Lot 25 (1/2 mile southwest of the stadium) after your performance flow. At the 
Northwest Ohio Regional, bus/truck parking passes are $25 if purchased in advance and $30 if purchased at 
the show. Once you complete your online parking pass order, you will receive a confirmation email which 
contains a link to a Dropbox folder, containing the parking pass template. Include your school name on the 
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pass, and you may only print the number of parking passes you requested in the form. The number of 
vehicles admitted into the lots will be verified by BOA Staff. If you need to purchase additional passes, please 
fill out the form again. 
 
SPECTATOR PARKING 
PLEASE NOTE: PARKU TOLEDO UTILIZES THE PARKMOBILE APP THROUGHOUT 
CAMPUS. THERE ARE NOT PHYSICAL KIOSKS ON CAMPUS. SPECTATORS MUST 
EITHER USE THE PARK MOBILE APP ON THE DAY OF THE REGIONAL OR

University visitor parking is $5.45 for the day, and it is tied to your license plate (not a parking spot) so you 
are able to leave and return if needed. Please advise your parents and boosters to arrive early and allow 
extra time to find parking, get to the stadium, and into seats, especially during peak times. There are 
limited spaces adjacent to the stadium, so please be prepared for a 10-15 walk to the spectator gates. 
An ADA dropoff/pickup loop is available on the west side of the stadium. Refer to the Important
